The ‘Emerald Carpet’ is an evergreen groundcover that grows to 1’ tall by 6’-8’ wide. 

It is favored by many landscapers as the manzanita of choice for inland situations. 

Emerald Carpet has dark green leaves and exhibits compact growth. This variety is  

relatively tolerant of adverse soil conditions.
