Globe Mallow Louis Hamilton

This perennial will grow 4’ x 3’ high and wide. It has small, leathery gray leaves with rich, red-

orange flowers that bloom in the spring. Frequent interbreeding has made this plant hard to 

pin down. Colors range from pink to coral to orange all for the Louis Hamilton cultivar but the 

most commonly known color with this plant is orange.
